Use clamp or vice to secure small of
material

Keep guards in place, do not bypass
Keep loose clothing, hair and jewelry
away from moving parts

Keep fingers and hands away from pinch
points

Always allow the motor to come to full
speed before cutting

Never start the equipment when the
blade is in contact with a work piece
Ensure work piece is flat against work
table, never attempt to cut work at
elevated heights; this will cause the work
piece to move down with the blade and
can cause injury

Never cut more than one piece at a time
Blade will coast when it is turned off
Always Lockout/Tagout machine when
changing blades or removing jammed
pieces
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
