e Check brake action before you operate.
Adjust or service brakes as necessary.

e Clear work area of objects that might be
thrown

e Keep nuts, bolts and all connections
tight.

e Check conditions of tires and wheels.

If you hit an object or if abnormal
vibration occurs, stop the machine and
inspect it. Make repairs before you
operate.

Do not leave vehicle unattended when it
is running

Do not operate vehicle if under the
influence of alcohol or other drugs
Operating during daylight or with good
artificial light and if you drive at night,
use lights.

Always use in designated area

Avoid sudden starts, stops or turns
Use only accessories and attachments
approved by the manufacturer

Keep hands and feet away from all
moving parts

Stop machine if anyone enters the area
