• Cluttered or dark 
areas. 

• Creating sparks 
which may ignite 
dust or fumes. 

• Distractions can 
cause you to lose 
control. 

• Complete hands-on grinder training prior 
to use 

• Perform pre-use inspection according to 
the mannual 

• Make sure work area is clean and well 
light. 

• Red tag any equipment which does not 
pass inspection 

• Do not operate power tools in explosive 
atmospheres, such as in the presence of 
flammable liquids, gases, or dust. 

• Keep bystanders away while operating a 
power tool. 

• Check the blade type and replace the 
blade if it’s dull.  

• Always keep the guards on unless it is 
powered off.
